Call for Proposals for 2012 Bina Roy Partners in Development Funding
Dear NFA Presidents and CIRs,

The IFUW Board of Officers is pleased to announce the launch of the 2012 Bina Roy Partners in Development Programme (BRPID).  The IFUW Board believes that the competitive framework will help to strengthen NFA project capacity and increase their ability to obtain outside funding.

The 2012 BRPID grants will range from 1’000 to 2’000 Swiss francs and will cover a twelve-month period beginning 1 June 2012.  The amount of funding applied for should not exceed this.  The IFUW Projects Committee will closely monitor the projects selected and will offer any assistance requested by NFAs.  Grants will be paid in two instalments, the first payment upon approval of the application and the second payment upon submission of a mid-term report.

Eligibility criteria

•
IFUW National Federations and Associations (NFAs) from developing countries with a GNI (Gross National Income) of less than US$12’195may apply.
•
Only one application may be submitted per NFA.
•
NFAs must be up-to-date with their IFUW dues as of 31 December 2011. 
•
NFAs that received BRPID funding for 2011 must have submitted a satisfactory mid-term report for that project.

•
Proposals must be for new projects or new components/extensions of an existing project related to the IFUW Programme for Action or priorities.

•
Funding will not be given to continuing projects for identical, previously funded activities.

•
Projects that are being carried out in collaboration with another NGO(s) or other collaborating partners may be submitted, but the proposal must demonstrate that the collaborating partner(s) is/are contributing funding at least equal to the amount requested from the BRPID Fund.
•
Awards will not be given for salaries for permanent staff members or for utilities and rental of office space

How to apply

The deadline for applications is 29 February 2012. No late applications will be considered. Funding will be given for a 12-month period starting 1 June 2012. Applicants must use the attached form and answer all questions. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. Please note that the proposal should be no more than four A4 pages using Times New Roman font, size 12. The form should be sent to brpid@ifuw.org
